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MODEL OF FORMATION OF THE BASE VALUES OF PEDAGOGICAL ACTIVITY

Annotation

The author of article notes that in the present the base values of pedagogical activity are lost
among the officers. It negatively affects their preparation for this activity. Still in a pedagogical science,
the effective model of formation of base values of pedagogical activity among the officers is not devel-
oped. Meanwhile, this model should be directed on the decision as general tasks (educational and educa-
tional), and private tasks of formation of base values of pedagogical activity among the officers. Concep-
tual approaches to the solution of tasks on formation of base values of pedagogical activity among the
officers were realized in three interconnected directions. These ways were directed on formation of
knowledge of pedagogical activity; on motivation to education for pedagogical activity on the basis of
knowledge of it; on transformation of knowledge in belief and behavior of the officers necessary for peda-
gogical activity. The specified approaches allowed creating favorable conditions for realization of objec-
tives on the basis of the corresponding pedagogical influence.
